Showing up at a show and helping out does not 
qualify as volunteering.  The volunteer positions must be set up with Hilary a few weeks prior to the show. 

3. Applicant must have qualified for the finals show in 2024 and/or 2025. 
4. Applicant must be a graduating high school senior or currently enrolled in a college/university. 
5. Deadline—November 10, 2025.
